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     Part of our connectional responsibility as a United Methodist 
Church is to report to the conference the status of our membership 
from the previous year. Did you know that Covington FUMC had 28 
people join the church through transfer of membership, 4 by  
profession of faith, and 8 people were baptized? That results in 835 
total professing members at the close of 2015. In addition, 115 people 
are affiliated with the church in other capacities. Sunday school  
attendance averaged 133, 346 people of all ages participated in  
Christian formation groups, and 293 were engaged in missions. Over 
60 persons were served by community ministries of education and 
over 3,500 were served by community ministries for outreach, justice, 
and mercy.  

     Let us celebrate how our mission of “Leading Others to 
Christ, Learning to be Disciples, and Living through  
Service” has been experienced in 2015!  

     And let us continue to experience and share the mission of the 
church with so many more! 

     In our Journey with Jesus over the last few weeks, we have been 
talking about Jesus’ call of discipleship and our response. Many of the 
disciples were fisherman. The correlation of fishing and disciple  
making is powerful. Many of you the other Sunday said you like to 
fish. May we be fishermen and fisherwomen who like to fish 
with Jesus as much as we like to fish for fish! 

     That takes wading into the waters of the surrounding  
communities! That takes being prepared for the many opportunities 
that float up on our shore! That takes casting our lines deep into the 
waters beyond where we can see! That takes casting our nets on the  
other side of the church!

Flint Water Crisis Calls for Prayer and Financial Support

My episcopal colleague, Bishop Deborah Kiesey of the Michigan Area, this 
week shared with me information about the ongoing situation in Flint, 
Michigan that she described as “difficult and disturbing.” 

While many are now focused on how Flint’s drinking water was  
contaminated with lead, Bishop Kiesey has reminded me what the United 
Methodist Church is about in the midst of this terrible water crisis. 

She reports that churches and districts in her area have come together to 
provide water, filters and case management. She reports that United 
Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) is being consulted for 

grant assistance. 

This is encouraging, but, as Bishop Kiesey says, “It’s hard to see where the end might be” for the 
people of Flint. 

“The long-term effects of lead poisoning will be felt for generations,” said Kiesey. “Add to this the 
underlying, complex issues of racism and poverty that have brought about this crisis in the first 
place.” 

The people of Flint need two things from us, the United Methodists of the Nashville Episcopal Area 
(Memphis and Tennessee Conferences): 

¶ Our prayers NOW and for many years to come… 

Our financial support, not just to purchase and deliver water, but to help pay for things like  
water filters and medical care, especially for children who have been affected.
